Welcome parents and students! My name is Ms. Landry and | am your child’s history-social science

teacher. | want to thank all of you for your participation in your child’s education. Bienvenida a los
padres y los estudiantes!

My Grading: Mi calificacion:

Classwork (15% of grade): Trabajo en clase (15% de la nota):

Class work will be done on a daily basis. Any work that is not completed in class will be sent home
for completion in addition to the homework. Class work includes warm-ups (related to the topic)
and other activities given during class time. Warm-up assignments will be excused if your child has
an excused absence, but other class work must be made up. El trabajo en clase se llevara a cabo sobre una
base diaria.

Homework (10% of grade): 7areas (10% de la nota):

Homework will be assigned at least three days per week and should take your child approximately
20-30 minutes to complete. Homework will be due the next class period unless indicated to
students. On nights there is no homework, students may work on their longer-term assignments
such as their Notebook or Projects. Homework assignments will be in the student’s agenda. Late or
incomplete work will receive credit, but not the full amount available if done on time. All homework
needs to be completed, even if your child was absent. Extra time will be given for excused
absences.

Notebook (30% of grade): (30% de la nota):

For every unit, we will do notebook assignments such as writing down the standards, the vocabulary,
and short writing prompts. There will be a rubric explaining what needs to be in the notebook and
how many points it is worth. Some notebook assignments will be done in class and some will need

to be completed at home, but the notebook is a separate grade. Por cada unidad, vamos a hacer la tarea
portatiles tales como escribir las normas, el vocabulario, y le solicita por escrito corto.

assignment, map work, an organizer or a combination of different skills. Por cada unidad de estudio
vamos a tener al menos un proyecto o trabajo de sintesis Habra un rubro que explica exactamente lo que hay que hacer y
como hacerlo.

Students are given praise for following school rules and showing excellent work habits and
cooperation. Campus-wide rules for conduct are posted but | also encourage students to follow
personal standards for life. These aren’t just a list of classroom do’s and don’ts, but standards to
live by. They include show respect, solve problems and make good decisions. | try to “catch kids
being good” and they earn verbal praise, recognition, and sometimes classroom play money to
purchase treats. ELos estudiantes reciben elogios por seguir las reglas escolares y mostrando excelentes habitos de
trabajo y la cooperacion. Reglas todo el campus de la conducta se publican pero también alientan a los estudiantes a
seguir las normas personales de por vida. Estos no son so6lo una lista de clase sobre qué hacer y qué no hacer, pero las

normas para vivir. Incluyen mostrar respeto, resolver problemas y tomar decisiones acertadas. Trato de "ponerse nifios es
bueno" y lo que ganan alabanza verbal, el reconocimiento y, a veces clase de juego con dinero para comprar golosinas.

Consequences for Not Following Behavioral Expectations

Students will be given reminders and directives of what TO do instead of just telling them to stop. If
reminders don’t work, | have found that removing privileges usually works. Sometimes, | will assign
a “respect” essay or standards - to be completed at home and signed by parents. For more serious
or ongoing behaviors, | will assign detentions, ask for a parent conference, and/or have you come

sit with the child in class. Los estudiantes recibiran recordatorios y las directrices de lo que debe hacer en vez de
decirle que se detenga.

7% Grade History-Social Science: Medieval and Early Modern Times

Curriculum:

The 7t grade course of study is Medieval and Early Modern Times (500-1789 C.E.). Students will
study the history of great civilizations that were developing concurrently in Europe, Africa, Asia, and
Mesoamerica by expanding students’ understanding of history through the following: geography,
religion, accomplishments, economics, politics, and social structures. The following are the
California Standards, Grade Seven, World History and Geography: Medieval and Early Modern Times
that students need to acquire:

7.1 Roman Empire 7.3 China 7.9 Reformation
7.2 Islam 7.4 Medieval Japan 7.11 Exploration/Enlightenment
7.4 Ghana and Mali 7.6 Medieval Europe 7.11 Scientific Revolution

7.7 Mesoamerican and Andean Civilization 7.8 Renaissance
In addition, we are incorporating the Common Core State Standards for reading that apply to history / social sciences,
science, and technology.

Text:
The 7% grade textbook is History Alive! The Medieval World and Beyond, Every student has been
issued a book.

Supplemental Materials and Workbooks:

While we use portions of the LAUSD Instructional Guide and the History Alive! workbook to ensure
that all students learn rigorous, meaningful skills and content in History-Social Science, students will
utilize an ISN (interactive student notebook) instead of using a publisher-generated workbook.

History-Social Science Periodic Assessments:
Our periodic assessments are scheduled in December and May.

Student Responsibilities:

Students are expected to arrive in class and be seated before instruction begins. Frequent tardiness
and absences will seriously impact both academic and work habits grades. Cheating on individual
assignments or tests will result in a grade of “0” and those grades cannot be made up.

Students are expected to complete all class assignments and homework on time and in the manner
assigned by the teacher. To do so, they need to have the appropriate materials daily in class. Basic
materials include lined paper and blue or black pens. Students may receive a more extensive
materials list.

Grades:

Students will receive an academic grade (A,B,C,D, or F) as well as grades in work habits and
cooperation (Excellent, Satisfactory, and Unsatisfactory). Report cards will be carried home by
students or mailed home every 5 weeks. Students’ progress will be measured by a variety of class-
work and homework assignments. Quizzes, tests, projects, and notebook grades will also be
averaged into the grades. Failing to complete work will result in low academic grades and
unsatisfactory work habits grades.

7 de Historia y Ciencias Sociales Grado: Edad Media y Edad Moderna Temprana

Plan de Estudios:

El curso de 7 ° grado de estudios es medieval y los Tiempos Modernos (500-1789 dC). Los
estudiantes estudiaran la historia de las grandes civilizaciones que se desarrollaban
simultaneamente en Europa, Africa, Asia y Mesoamérica ampliando los estudiantes la comprension
de la historia a través de lo siguiente: la geografia, la religion, los logros, la economia, la politica y
las estructuras sociales.

Responsabilidades del Estudiante:

Se espera que los estudiantes lleguen a clase y estar sentado antes de que comience la instruccion.
Tardanzas y ausencias frecuentes seran seriamente afectar tanto a nivel académico y habitos de
trabajo grados. Hacer trampa en las tareas o pruebas individuales resultara en una calificacién de "0"
y los grados no pueden ser formados.
